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SPORTING CLUB BERLIN AND A-ROSA  

A-ROSA and the Sporting Club Berlin offer 63 holes of golf at the beautiful Scharmützelsee - 
ideal opportunities for all golf levels. With the design of Nick Faldo and Arnold Palmer the golf 
courses were built for posterity.  

On our 300 acres, you’ll find three completely different, diverse golf courses. They are located in 
the middle of Brandenburg, right at the beautiful Scharmützelsee. Next to two driving ranges 
(playable from both ends), is also a diverse offering of pitching, chipping, and putting greens. 

The one and only five-star superior golf course in Germany (German Golf Course Owners 
Association) has a truly fitting location right next to the resort, which was named Germany’s 
leading Golf Resort 2008 and 2009 (World Travel Awards). The courses were all designed by 
legendary architects and are integrated harmoniously into the natural surroundings. For Stan 
Eby, Arnold Palmer and Nick Faldo, who designed the most demanding course in Germany, 
variety and natural beauty were at the forefront of their plans from the very start. 

ARNOLD PALMER Championship Course  

The 18 holes Championship Course upholds the highest standards. Extremely large greens and 
tree lined fairways offer a standard of golf not easily found in Europe. But here you’ll find soft hills, 
an idyllic creek, and an unique landscape with an intelligent golf layout. The course was designed 
by Arnold Palmer some 13 years ago.  

The first nine holes are marked by their wide openness. The fairways run through the beautiful 
countryside of Brandenburg, and are strategically laid out with greens and bunkers. The second 
nine holes reach deeper into the woods and small brooks, as per Palmer’s design, and provide a 
complimentary contrast to the previous half. Golf Digest and Golf Magazine named this the most 
beautiful “Back Nine” in all of Germany. The 11th hole, at 171 meters, received the award as the 
most beautiful Par 3 in Germany.

 Team Expenses  
 
 There is a fixed charge of € 1.500,-- per team of  7 players and the captain, covering 
 tournament costs such as: transportation, pull-trolleys, welcome party and closing dinner/ 
 buffet. 
 For any additional party member, there will be a cost of € 170,-- with transport per person.

 Practice  
 

 The official practice day is Monday 30th August. There are practice areas including 
 driving range, area for chipping and putting green. Practice balls for the range are 
included in the  team fee.

 A photo session is scheduled for Monday 30th August prior to the Opening Ceremony. A 
 timetable will be found in the documents received at registration. Dress code is official 
 National Team uniform 
  
 Driving Clubs  
  
 Any driver the player carries must have a clubhead, identified by model and loft, 
 that is named on the current List of Conforming Driver Heads issued by R&A Penalty for 

making a stroke with club in Breach of Condition: Disqualification.  
 
 Anti-doping  
 

A player shall not knowingly make use of any drug to enhance his performance. In 
this respect, the attention of players is drawn to the prescribed list of drugs issued by 
the host country’s national sports council. Any player breaching this condition or 
refusing to take a test may be disqualified.  

 
Mobile Phones  
 
The use of a mobile telephone, paging device or any other form of electronic 
equipment by a competitor, caddie or team captain while on the golf course during 
a stipulated round is distracting and inconsiderate. If the competitor, caddie or team 
captain is in possession of such a device, it should be turned off. Any use may result in 
the Committee taking disciplinary action against the offending person(s) in 
accordance with the concluding paragraph of Section 1: Etiquette in the Rules of 
Golf and, ultimately, in a penalty being imposed under Rule 33-7. (see amended Decision 
14-3/16) 

 
  Medical Service  
 

 Medical service will be provided during the whole Championship. 
 
 Changing rooms  
 
The changing rooms are situated in the clubhouse. For any assistance regarding 
obtaining a locker, please ask at the Info Desk. Please note that smoking is not permitted 
in the changing rooms and toilets.

Golf bags can be stored at own risk in the caddie-house next to the clubhouse.

HOW TO GET THERE 
 
By car  
The Sport & SPA Resort A-ROSA Scharmützelsee is right on the western shore of 
Scharmützelsee Lake between Bad Saarow and Wendisch Rietz. If you are coming from Berlin, 
take the A 10 (southern or eastern 'Berliner Ring') to the Spreeau motorway junction. Turn off 
onto the A 12 towards Frankfurt/Oder there and stay on this road until you reach the 
Fürstenwalde West exit. Turn left onto the country road towards Petersdorf/Bad Saarow and 4 km 
later turn right towards Wendisch Rietz as you leave Petersdorf. Stay on the main road towards 
Wendisch Rietz when you enter Bad Saarow. Go straight on at the first roundabout along 
Silberberger Chaussee towards Wendisch Rietz. A few kilometres later, you will reach the Resort.

Distance by car from the centre of Berlin: about 70 km.

(charge of € 10 per day).  
 
By train  
Via Berlin to Fürstenwalde (Spree) or Bad Saarow-Pieskow station. Taxis are available to take 
you to the Resort.

Berlin-Schönefeld (SXF) or Berlin-Tegel (TXL). Distances from the airports to the Resort: 
Schönefeld 63 km; Tegel 85 km.
