WELCOME TO THE HILVERSUMSCHE GOLF CLUB 

 

Dear Participant, 
 
It is our great pleasure to welcome you on behalf of all our members, to the Hilversumsche Golf 
Club for the European Amateur Team Championship 2020.   
 
The Hilversumsche Golf Club is a members’ club founded in 1895. The course you will play has 
parts of it designed by Henry Burrows (1918), but the lasting influence is that of Henry Colt when 
extended to 18 holes in 1928. Although the course has been updated, modernized and lengthened 
several times by Kyle Philips and in more recent years by our architect Michiel van der Vaart, all 
changes were made by respecting the original design.  
 
There are various “signature holes” but most often the one singled out is The Pancake; a short, 
testing par three, which you will play as the 5th and members as 14th. Hitting the middle of the 
green seems to be the prudent shot. The classic design is recognised throughout the whole lay-
out. 
 
The year 2020 will go down in history as the year in which the world battled the COVID-19 virus. 
The significance of any sporting event fades very quickly and severely compared to the impact and 
magnitude the Corona crisis confronted us with. We are very grateful that we can help provide a 
positive twist to the grim 2020 and have done as much as possible to prepare the course optimally 
for EATC 2020.  Having had two difficult summers, early September should be the optimum 
moment for good playing conditions. You will play the so-called old routing, which is mostly used 
for the major tournaments hosted by our club. The finishing holes wind around the Clubhouse to 
allow the best spectators’ views. 
 
Our Member-volunteers and especially the organising committee and our greenkeeping staff have 
worked hard to make your stay at the Hilversumsche such that you can concentrate on your game. 
With 27 Dutch Opens Championships having been played at our course, we pride ourselves on the 
course, a smooth organisation, a welcoming membership and Clubhouse staff.  
 
Above all, we are looking forward to the best scores laid down by the best European Amateurs 
during your Championship.

Any players 
who are taking medication and in doubt as to their clinical status should seek advice from 
the EGA Office not later than 30 days before the start of the championship.

Teams are requested to register on Monday 7 September at the Championship Office at 
Hilversumsche Golf Club. All details concerning the championship will be provided upon 
registration.  

RESTAURANTS 

Restaurant facilities are available at the Hilversumsche Golf Club. 
The teams will have a buffet lunch at their disposal from 7 to 12 September. For players 
who have special requests, food allergies, etc., please notify the staff at restaurant upon 
arrival.  

Teams can also eat dinner at the golf club, reservations must be made in advance by 
filling out a daily form that will be disposed in the postbox.

Each participating team is required to pay a team fee of EUR 1100 (not to be confused 

with the EGA entry fee). The team fee will help covering the following costs: minibuses 
rental, social events, Farewell Dinner, use of the golf club facilities and the golf course, 
practice balls for the week, trolleys, yardage book , and more.  

The team fee of EUR 1100 is for five people (four players and a captain). The cost for 
additional persons is EUR 250 per person.
