General Information 

Göteborgs Golf Klubb was founded in 1902 and is Sweden's oldest golf 
club. The course is along the sea with a mixture of seaside and park 
settings. It is approximately 15 minutes from the center of Gothenburg 
and 35 minutes from Landvetter Airport. 

The club has a long history with competitions, including playing the 
Stewarts Cup since 1908. The competition for championships started 
early at Hovås; in 1904, the first Swedish championship was played for 
men, and in 1911, the women's championship started. Throughout the 
club's long history, thousands of members have come to the club and 
enjoyed their golf. In some families, several generations have played. 

A warm welcome to a magical place with a long, solid golf history.

Accommodation   
Elite Park Avenue Hotel is the official Player Hotel during the European 
Girls’ Team Championships 2024. 

The hotel is located on the fashionable street Avenyn within walking 
distance from Liseberg amusement park and the Swedish Exhibition & 
Congress Centre. Theatres, concerts and the Gothenburg Museum of 
Art is a short walk from the hotel. Along Avenyn are parks, boutiques, 
shopping malls, and cosy cafés. 

The hotel will offer a dinner buffet each evening exclusively for the 
teams in a separate dining room/lounge at a negotiated price of SEK 
275 per person/per day (1 € = approx. 11,7 SEK).

Entries and Entry-fee payment (CHF 1500) must be made via the EGA 
website: www.ega-golf.ch – Entry forms (password required) 
Closing date for entries: 29 April 

Golf Bags 
Storage room for golf bags is NOT provided. 

Golf Shop 
A small golf shop providing gloves and golf balls at the golf club. Fully 
equipped golf store 10 minutes by car from Göteborgs Golf Klubb. 

Helpdesk 
Will be located in the club house. 

Local Rules and Terms of Competition 
At registration, each team will receive the Local Rules and Terms of 
Competition. Any additional Local Rule will be provided to players at 
the latest by the starter before any round. 

Lockers 
Each team will be allocated four lockers in the locker rooms. 

Medical Service 
Medical service will be provided during the whole championship.

Practice Round 
Practice rounds will be 7 and 8 July. The starting times will be based on 
the EGA official draw for practice rounds and will be communicated 
well in advance on the website.  

A team player, team captain or advice giver will not be allowed to 
practice on the championship course for a period of fifteen days prior to 
the first official practice day, unless he or she is a member of the golf 
club at which the championship is being played. 

Registration 
Teams are requested to register on 6 July at Elite Park Avenue Hotel 
upon arrival or at Göteborgs Golf Klubb on 7 July (for teams not staying 
at Elite Park Avenue Hotel). All details concerning the championship will 
be provided upon registration.

The team fee will help cover the following costs: maintenance of the 
club house locker rooms, practice balls for the week, trolleys, 
transportation of teams between airport and hotel, transportation of 
teams between hotel and golf club, Welcome and Farewell Dinner, 
greenkeeping team and more.  

The team fee of EUR 1725 is for seven persons (six players and a 
captain). The cost for additional persons is EUR 250 per person.
